SUSSEX

Chalk grassland is one of the richest habitats of Western Europe, containing many plant and animal species. The South Downs Way National Trail follows the undulating crest of the chalk

uplands for 167km from Winchester to Eastbourne, passing hill forts and rural villages, with fine views of the sea.
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KENNALL VALE NATURE RESERVE Kennall Vale was the site of a gunpowder factory in the 19th century. The fast-flowing River Kennall, cascading down the valley, provided a source of power. It was diverted SCENIC SPLE“D oun

CORNWALL into leats that powered waterwheels. Today, everything is carpeted in a layer of green moss with ferns and trees.
